Before you read...

P> We are moving forward in God’s story to the book of Exodus, the
second book of the Bible. The book of Genesis ended with the story
of Joseph’s family. After a great famine came to the land, Jacob,
his 11 sons, and their families moved to Egypt where Joseph lived.
God'’s promise to make Abraham’s family into a great nation was
being fulfilled as Jacob’s family grew. The people from Jacob’s family
became known as the nation of Israel.

P> This week we will begin reading many years after Joseph’s death.
The nation of Israel became slaves under a new Pharaoh in Egypt.
The Egyptians made the Israelites’ lives bitter with hard work. We will
also read how God called a man named Moses to rescue them.

Before you read...

P> This week we are reading about God'’s people, the Israelites. They
were slaves in Egypt and had to work very hard. God sent a man
named Moses to rescue them. Yesterday, we read that Pharaoh,
the leader of Egypt, made a rule to kill all of the baby boys. BUT,
Moses’ mom rescued him by hiding him for 3 months and then
placing him in a basket in the river. Pharaoh’s daughter felt sorry
for baby Moses and rescued him and brought him to live with her.

P When Moses got older, Pharaoh wanted to kill him again. He fled to
a place called Midian and married a woman named Zipporah, the
daughter of Jethro. We will begin reading about Moses as an adult
in the land of Midian.

We will focus on this
tenth and final plague for the rest of this week.

Before you read...

’ Yesterday, we read that Moses told Pharaoh about one more
plague that was to come from God. The Lord was going to kill
every single firstborn son in Egypt. All royalty, all slaves, even the
cattle. BUT, God would not touch the Israelites!

P> Today’s reading is going to talk about killing an animal. It might be
hard to read about blood, but it is VERY important in God’s story.

P> Yesterday, we read that God gave very specific instructions to
His people. They were to take a perfect lamb and kill it. They
were to spread its blood over their doorframes. Then they were
to eat the meat with their sandals and coats on.

P Jesus is also referred to as the perfect, spotless lamb. His blood
saves us from our sin just as the Passover lamb’s blood saved
the firstborn of the Israelites. Because of Jesus’ loving heart, He
willingly suffered on the cross so we could be saved from sin.
